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This is the time of year when we look and give God 
thanks for all our blessings. We will gather, those of us 
who don't have far to travel to be with family, on Wed. 
the 22nd of Nov. at 7:00PM to thank God for all the 
blessings heaped upon us this year. In a small way we 
do this too by bringing food for eight needy families to 
the Fellowship Hall by noon on the 18th. The youth and 
other volunteers will deliver these meals on the 19th. 
Volunteers are still needed to drive and assist in 
packing. Sign-up sheet in the narthex. It is a good 
feeling to help in this way. 

 
I ask the Lord's guidance for our Annual Congregational Meeting on Nov. 19th at 
1:00PM. We have some important questions with which to deal. Do we want to 
purchase the land?

It has been a struggle for me as I look 
at our numbers in worship of late thinking we may be biting off more than we 
can chew. 
 
But on the other hand I don't want to stifle the potential for growth that is ours. 
We do have a good location to invite others into our Lord's fellowship and many 
gifts to share with those who do not know Jesus. For this is what we are to be 
about, sharing the joy of knowing Jesus. So I invite your input at this important 
meeting. Please pray that the Lord will guide us and that we will listen to the 
Holy Spirit's leading. And then come and participate in the meeting. I want to 
thank all officers and committee members for their work during this past year. 
Without your commitment and support it would be most difficult to accomplish 
what needs to be done.  
 
 



Finally, I would like to invite you to join us for an adult class entitled, “A New 
Look at Jesus.” This is from the series “Living the Questions.” This is a 12-
week video-based series with 20-30 minute presentations by different 
theologians and scholars followed by our discussion of questions for faith and 
life. This series will raise as many questions as it will give answers as to how we 
look at Jesus in today's world.

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> Pastor Jim Wenger from the Synod spoke with the council to begin the 
meeting. He presented information on the Synod's stewardship program and 
reiterated how important St. Paul's giving is to the Synod's efforts. 
 
> St. Paul will be hosting a Blood Drive for the Lansing Red Cross on January 5. 
 
> The St. Olaf Choir will be performing at Wharton Center in East Lansing on 
Feb. 8. Pastor Rich has offered that St. Paul be an overnight host for choir 
members. Anyone willing to provide hosting for two or more members should 
contact Pastor Rich or Blake Nyquist. 
 
> As of the council meeting, there are 43 pledges for next year, totaling 
$109,072. This is already more pledges in count and dollars than last year. The 
Stewardship Committee anticipates more pledges will be made. 
 
> The 2007 Budget has been approved by council for presentment at the Annual 
Congregational Meeting. 
 
> The office manager has requested that a credit card with no more than a $500 
limit be acquired by St. Paul. This would be primarily used for purchasing office 
supplies and postage fees so the office manager need not continue being 
reimbursed for out of pocket expenses. The office manager will work with the 
treasurer to find an appropriate card. 
 
> The Youth Group will provide babysitting services on Nov. 24 from 6:30am - 
10:30am and a Bake Sale on Dec. 3 as fundraisers. 
 
> The Property Committee presented to council a proposal for additional lighting 
on the front of the church. Council approved the proposal, including an additional 
$785 that was not already in the Property Fund. 
 
> The front entrance door is to remain locked during the week, even during 
regular office hours. This policy is for safety purposes.  Anyone wishing to get 
inside the church can use the doorbell at the front entrance. 
 
> The unified budget fund received $9,242.67 income during September, which 
was $1,930.75 below the amount needed to meet the estimate of giving. The 
unified budget needs to receive $11,173.42 each month to meet the estimated 
giving. We are $3,541.11 below the amount needed through September to meet 
the estimate of giving. The total of all funds received in September was 
$11,084.51. During September income did not increase as much as expected 
and was only 96% of the budgeted amount.  Expenses have remained at 97% of 
the budgeted amount. We still have more income than expenses year-to-date, 
but the margin > continues to get smaller. Pray for more contributions for the rest 
of the year and expenses to remain low.
