A St. Paul email list is going to be created for the purpose
of sending out news and announcements to Congregation
members. This is to disseminate information that should
be spread in a quicker fashion than weekly
announcements at church services. Details will be
available once the list is setup.

Council approved Buck Kuisel and Mike Feldpausch
forming an ad-hoc committee to explore possible financing
options for any potential building project at St. Paul.
Additionally, a new fund has been created for building
expansion funds.

A new LCD projector and stand have been purchased for
the church. Jim & Pat Cramer and Dave & Anne
Szymanski are thanked for their contributions.

An outdoor service at Bremer's Grove is under
consideration. There would be a 9:30am service at St.
Paul, and an 11am service outdoors at the property. Date
is yet to be determined.

The Stewardship Committee is planning to hold meetings
with Keith Mundy from ELCA Stewardship in August and
September to help develop a three-year stewardship plan.

The unified budget fund received $16,069.34 income
during April, which was $4766.67 above the amount
needed to meet the estimate of giving. The unified budget
needs to receive $11,302.67 each month to meet the
estimated giving. Total of all funds received was
$18,455.01. With Palm/Passion Sunday, Easter, and 5
Sundays, April was a very, very good month. For the first
time this year budgeted income is greater than budgeted
expenses, not only for the month, but for the year. Thank
you to all who gave more or spent less!
