Hedges and Faith

It took me a total of about 12 hours to trim my hedge this summer. |
didn’t do it all at once, of course, but spread it over several days. It had
to be done, as the hedge was threatening to swallow the house. The
task seemed arduous and endless, and | remembered that it was not that
way at all the first time | trimmed the hedge four years ago. In fact, |
remember being pleasantly surprised that it went so quickly and easily
then. What made it so difficult this year is that | didn’t do it at all last year.

So last year, every branch had an opportunity to not only grow past the
boundaries set by the edge of the bed, but to grow thicker in its
extremities. In the past, when | trimmed to the edge of the bed, | was
only cutting off new growth. This year, when | tried to trim the branches
back to the width of the bed, | had to trim off both the new growth from
this year and the growth from last year, which by now had become thick
and sturdy enough to make the loppers protest.

And it occurred to me that if | had shown better stewardship by taking
care of the hedge last year, | would've had a much easier time of it this
year.

One of the most valuable things God has given to us is the faith to trust in
Him. We nourish our faith primarily by staying in contact with His Word.

Sometimes, just as | let the hedge trimming go for a year, | get lax about
feeding my faith. | go without reading my Bible for a while. And the saint
in me steps back just a bit while the sinner in me steps forward and
grows a little more bold. So when I return to a daily reading of God’s
Word, it takes a little longer to get back to where | need to be spiritually.

| don't feel too guilty about letting the hedge go last year. The extra time |
spent trimming it this year turned out to be time that God used to make
me think about more important things. And to tell the truth, if it came
down to a choice between keeping my hedges trimmed and my house
cleaned and all my chores done versus taking the time to read my Bible
and keep my faith strong, | hope | would choose to nourish my faith.
Stewardship is taking care of all that God has given us, including hedges.
But part of good stewardship is also setting priorities and choosing the
more important path.

May God show you the path He has for you this summer and help you to
make all the right choices.
