Building Project Update

Just a few quick updates on the building project.

After interviewing several firms, we have retained the services of
the architectural firm Oakwood Architectural, Inc of Holt. This
firm is currently helping us maneuver through the steps needed
to come up with a final plan that is supported by the City of East
Lansing. In addition, they are reviewing the preliminary plans
approved by the congregation and determining what elements
need to be revisited. We want to remind the congregation that
nothing is set in stone and we realize that many of the original
design elements will need to be changed to meet building code
requirements and church functionality. We are relying on the
architect to help address these issues.

A civil engineering firm subcontracted by the architect has
created a preliminary site plan.

Members of the property committee, the civil engineer and
architect met with the city of East Lansing to review the proposed
project. The outcome of the meeting was very favorable. The
primary concerns with the original plan concerned controlling
runoff into the existing wetlands. This problem was anticipated
and solutions proposed. Other issues that were discussed
included zoning of our property and dealing with a storm sewer
that runs along the west edge of the current building. The
conclusion from the meeting was that at this time there are no
major obstacles that would prevent us form moving forward.

As we stated in the spring, our goal is to bring before the
congregation this fall a final plan with

estimated costs and that is satisfactory A\

with the City of East Lansing. /\
