· Rheanna Goodrich will be invited to give a presentation during a 
Temple Talk regarding her planned mission trip to Kenya in early 2008. �

· Pastor Rich has made contact with Rev. Robert Mayer from the 
Enrichment Group. Rev. Mayer will be working with St. Paul to form 
an estimate on funds that could be raised through a Capital Funds 
Campaign for the building project.  

· Cindy and Mark Martin have decided to resign from their positions as 
leaders of the Youth Group. The council and congregation would like to 
extend a sincere thank you for all their years of service and dedication 
to growing the Youth Group at St. Paul.  

· The Property Committee is still waiting to hear back from the city of 
East Lansing regarding an official status on zoning for the church. This 
step is need to proceed with further planning and design from the 
architect hired by St. Paul.  

· Submissions for the Annual Report are due by Oct. 16.  

· The council approved the proposed expenditures for the 2008 budget. 
The entire budget will need to be approved at the annual 
Congregational Meeting in November.  

· The unified budget fund received $9,773.75 income during August, 
which was $1528.92 below the amount needed to meet the estimate of 
giving. The unified budget needs to receive $11,302.67 each month to 
meet the estimated giving. We are $4, 150.22 above the amount needed 
through August to meet the estimate of giving. Of the 44 giving units 
that pledged, 2 were at their pledged amount, 30 were over their 
pledged amount (+$8,641.90), and 12 were under (-$2,981.00). The net 
difference was about $5,660.90 over the amount pledged through 
August. The total of all funds received in August was $18,071.12. We 
have made it through August, but August was NOT a good month. We 
had income that was $6, 400.00 less than expenses. We are now 
$6,660.00 behind year-to-date.

philanthropic giving.  The sty warden performs his duties with a humble spirit, 
tenderly caring for the animals under his charge, and quietly doing what is 
expected of him.  Most of these characters also exhibit at least one shortcoming 
that will allow us to laugh at ourselves as not-so-perfect members of God’s 
Kingdom.  You will have to come to the play to find out what those human 
foibles are! 
 
There are additional characters who, to the casual observer, may seem to play 
very minor roles.  Yet to the king, they are just as important as all the others, and 
when the king asks his subjects what qualities they think he values most, the best 
answers come from these ordinary servants. 
 
As we look at ourselves as members of God’s Kingdom, we may see ourselves in 
one of the “important” roles, or we may think that we play a very minor part.  
But God values each one of us.  There are no minor roles in His kingdom.  It has 
been said that He loves each one of us as if there were only one to love.  To each 
of us He has given special gifts and abilities.  To each He has assigned 
responsibilities.  From each He will expect an accounting.  What does He expect 
of us but to use the gifts He gives us in serving Him and serving others with 
kindness, compassion, and generosity?
