One source says that for every calorie of food 
this lettuce provides, roughly 35 calories of fossil fuel energy will have 
been burned to grow, harvest, process and ship it.   Can we replace 
the fossil fuel food economy with a “sunshine economy”?   

Here are some starters: 

Tis the season for Farmers Markets.  Buy locally-grown produce. 

Plant a garden, or a windowbox or some big flowerpots, and grow 
your own fresh produce.  This works for lettuce, peppers, and some 
kinds of tomatoes, as well as herbs.  Or plant veggies in your 
flowerbeds. 

Avoid buying processed foods. They take more energy to produce 
(and have less nutritional value than whole foods).  

Choose foods with minimal packaging. This reduces the energy used 
to produce the packaging and reduces the packaging that ends up in 
the landfill.  

Cut back on meat. As much as Americans love to eat it, meat is the 
least fuel-efficient food we have. Large quantities of energy are 
required to cultivate, harvest, and ship animal feed, house, transport 
and slaughter animals, process and package their meat, and 
refrigerate it until it’s cooked.
